1. The matter was referred on 21t May, 2011 by the
Government to the Commission for enquiry. Accordingly notices
were issued to the concerned parties by the State Commission for
Protection of Child Right (Herein after referred as Commission)
and matter was heard before commission on dated 27/7/11 &
18/8/11.

2. The Complainant Shri Abu Baker Abdul Patel Karim made
a complaint to the Hon’ble Minister (Women and Child
Development Department, Government of Maharashtra) &
Hon’ble Minister Human Resources Development, Government of
India and other authorities of Government of India and State
Government. The Ministry of Human Resources Development
Department of Government of India referred matter to this
Commission and sought action taken report in the said matter.
In the said compilaint the complainant, has made allegations
against Ex. Principal Mrs. Vijaya Adimulam and Ex. Principal

Ms. Snehalata Desai and Principal Mrs. Priya Deshpande of the
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said academy as shown respondent. In the complaint it is
contended by the complainant that his son Shri Tabish Patel is a

student of center for child development which run special school

for crippled children under the guise of rehabilation of

crippled children address at 1, Haji Ali Park, K.Khadye Marg,
Mahalaxmi, Mumbai. As per the complaint Mr. Tabish Patel is
suffering with dyslexia and need the special care to improve his
ability in reading and writing. Due to nature of disease child was
being provided reader and writer during the examinations and
earlier his report graph in exams were shown satisfactory.
However since last three years institute (Centre for Child
Development) decided to curtail the services of reader and writer
keeping in view that by adopting this method the child will be
able to develop self confidence but after applying this method, the
child’s report graph in examination started dropping, which lead
his child in depression. Harassment, mental torture and
derogative remark based on the religion against the child became
routine practice in the school. Even the parents of child could not
be spared from mal treatment by the school authorities.

3. On one occasion due to beard the Principal did not allow
Shri Tabish Patel to attend class and was sent back to home.
This lead in so much humiliation that Shri Tabish Patel could not
be traced by more than twelve hours. The complainant filed a

police complaint before the Tardeo Police Station against the
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
